Terms and Conditions for Sponsorship

These Terms and Conditions (the "Terms”) specify the rights and obligations
between Kinema Citrus Co., Ltd. (the ”“Company”) and any person or entity wishing
to sponsor (the ”“Sponsor”) the “Global Anime Challenge” (GAC) project (the
“"Project”), a creator incubation project operated by the Company.

By sponsoring the Project, the Sponsor agrees to be bound by these Terms and
confirms that they fully understand their content

Article 1 (Purpose)

The purpose of these Terms is to define the rights and obligations between the
Sponsor and the Company with regard to the Sponsor’ s support for and agreement
with the purpose of the Project

Article 2 (Sponsorship Fee)
To support the Project, the Sponsor shall pay the Company their selected
sponsorship fee through Square. The sponsorship fee includes consumption tax,



transaction and handling fees

Article 3 (Crediting Sponsor Names)

1. In return for the sponsorship fee, the Company will publish the personal or
corporate name designated by the Sponsor (the “Designated Name”) in the end
credits and other sections of the pilot films (the “"Films”) developed by GAC
participants as part of the Project. While the Company intends to include the
Designated Name in all Films, if there are a large number of Desighated Names,
they may be published in only one of the Films instead of all of them.

2. The Designated Name to be published must be entered on Square and must not

exceed 20 alphanumeric characters, including spaces

3. The Designated Name must not violate public order or morals, or infringe upon
the rights of any third party.

4. The specific publishing methods of the Designated Name, including the medium,
location, size, and design, will be determined by the Company based on the
production status of the Films. However, the size of the published Designated
Name will generally vary according to the amount of the sponsorship fee
contributed

5. Even if the Sponsor makes multiple contributions, the Designated Name will
only be published once, with the size corresponding to the highest-value plan.

6. The Company does not guarantee that the publication of the Designated Name
under this Article will result in increased sales, enhanced brand recognition, or
any other specific effect for the Sponsor’ s business

Article 4 (Matters Concerning the Films)
1. The Sponsor acknowledges in advance that while at least four Films are
planned, the number of Films, their contents, and completion dates may change due

to production circumstances

2. In the event that all or part of the Films are not produced due to natural
disasters or other reasons not attributable to the Company, the Company shall not
be obligated to refund the sponsorship fee or pay damages to the Sponsor.

Article 5 (Intellectual Property Rights)

All intellectual property rights, including copyrights (and the rights set forth
in Articles 27 and 28 of the Copyright Act), related to the Films and all other
deliverables produced in connection with the Project shall belong solely to GAC
participants or a company which GAC participants belong to. The Sponsor shall not
acquire any rights other than those stipulated in these Terms.



Article 6 (Non-refundable Sponsorship Fee)
The sponsorship fee paid by the Sponsor to the Company is non-refundable

Article 7 (Treatment of Remaining Funds)

If there are any remaining sponsorship funds at the conclusion of the Project,
those funds shall be transferred to the successor project or organization of the
Project, and the Sponsor shall not raise any objections to this

Article 8 (Reporting on Use of Funds)
The Company will report to the Sponsor the use of the sponsorship funds on the
Project’ s website or other similar platform.

Article 9 (Tax Treatment)

The sponsorship fee under these Terms does not constitute a donation and is not
eligible for tax deductions. The Sponsor may be able to file the sponsorship fee
as an expense under “advertising expenses” or a similar account for tax purposes,
but the Sponsor is solely responsible for confirming the specific accounting and
tax treatment with a professional, such as a tax accountant. The Company makes no
guarantees in this regard

Article 10 (Exclusion of Antisocial Forces)

1. The Company and the Sponsor represent and warrant to each other that they do
not currently fall under the category of, nor will they in the future, organized
crime groups, members of organized crime groups, persons who have ceased to be
members of organized crime groups for less than five years, associate members of
organized crime groups, companhies related to organized crime groups, corporate
racketeers, political racketeers, special intelligence-based violence groups, or
other similar entities (collectively, “Antisocial Forces”). The Company and the
Sponsor also warrant that they do not and will not fall into any of the following
categories:

(1) Having a relationship in which an Antisocial Force is recognized as being
in control of management

(2) Having a relationship in which an Antisocial Force is recognized as being
substantially involved in management.

(3) Having a relationship in which an Antisocial Force is recognized as being
utilized for the purpose of seeking illegitimate gains for oneself, one’ s own
company, or a third party, or for the purpose of causing harm to a third party.

(4) Having a relationship in which an Antisocial Force is recognized as being
involved, such as by providing funds or other benefits.

(5) Having an officer or a person substantially involved in management who has
a socially reprehensible relationship with an Antisocial Force.

2. The Company and the Sponsor warrant that they will not, either by themselves
or through a third party, engage in any of the following acts:
(1) Violent demanding behavior.



(2) Unreasonable demands that exceed legal responsibility.

(3) Threatening words or actions, or the use of violence, in connection with a
transaction.

(4) Spreading rumors, using fraudulent means, or using force to damage the
other party’ s reputation or obstruct their business

(5) Any other acts equivalent to those listed in the preceding items.

3. If either the Company or the Sponsor violates any of the preceding two
paragraphs, the other party may immediately terminate these Terms without any
prior notice. In such a case, the terminating party may claim compensation for

any damages incurred as a result of the termination.

Article 11 (Governing Law and Jurisdiction)

These Terms shall be governed by the Japanese law. All disputes related to these
Terms shall be subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of the Tokyo District Court
as the court of first instance.

Article 12 (Consultation)

In the event of any matters not stipulated in these Terms arises, or if any doubt
arises regarding the interpretation of any clause of these Terms, the Sponsor and
the Company shall consult in good faith and endeavor to resolve the matter
amicably.

Article 13 (Agreement to the Terms)

The Sponsor shall confirm and agree to all clauses of these Terms and Conditions,
then apply for sponsorship by following the prescribed procedure (payment of
Sponsorship fee via Square). A contract based on these Terms shall be concluded
between the Sponsor and the Company upon the application process by the Sponsor.
